2. Analysis of the Text:
[ What]

This text is a news article. It is a reading lesson from Unit6 whose topic is The
Admirable. Surrounding the unit theme, Lesson one is mainly about the news of the first
Chinese female scientist- Tu Youyou receiving the Nobel Prize, how she found the cure for
malaria with her team and her attitudes towards honor and future research . There are 5 paras
in this passage, which can be divided into 4 parts.

Part1-Paral: The Nobel Prize Award Ceremony.

Part2-Para 2: Basic information of Tu Youyou.

Part3-Para 3. 4 : Her scientific work.

Part4-Para 5: Her attitudes towards the honor and future research




[Why]

Through reading, students will picture and feel the honorable and historic moment of Tu
Youyou getting the Nobel Prize Award as the first Chinese female scientist. From the process
of the discovering artemisinin, students will understand the hardship of scientific work, the
good qualities of Tu Youyou and explore any success results from hard work, devotion and
perseverance.

[How]
The genre of this text is a news article. The text introduces the news of Tu Youyou getting the
Nobel Prize as the first Chinese female scientist from six elements: when (7 December,
2015), where (at the Nobel Prize Lecture), who (Tu Youyou), what (Tu getting the Nobel
Prize), why (the discovery of artemisinin ) and how (Tu Youyou discovering Artemisinin with
her team overcoming difficulties ), using some relative clauses.
3. Analysis of Students:
Students are familiar with the unit topic, and can express their opinions briefly on their
admirable people. As for this text, they know something about Tu Youyou, and they can get
some factual information about Tu and the process of discovering artemisinin through reading,
but it is difficult for them to understand the medical vocabulary from the text and infer the
qualities of Tu Youyou.
